Land Reform

- Large private holdings were confiscated

Wildlife Management
Title VI
Hunting

Article 90. - Sport Hunting

It is herein that the hunter practices only with the
Intention of sport hunting and without object of sale,
In authorized areas or in whichever area where one
can practice such activity without restriction. The
National Wildlife Authority understands and accepts
the Sport Hunting Calendars for each unit in question
of wildife according to the species, distribution,
abundance, and hunting interest. The ruling
regulates the practice of sport hunting and the
economic activities and services associated with the
practice, with the means to optimize its ecological
and socioeconomic benefits.

Sustainable Use of Wildlife

Title VII. Hunting
Article 35. 0 Hunting.

In authorized areas or in whichever area
where one can practice such activity without
restriction, the hunting of species not included in
the Sport Hunting Calendars by the National
Wildlife Authority are prohibited




- Section VI
Conservation of Wildlife

Title VIII
Extractive uses

Article 25. 9 Of Hunting.

Hunting is authorized only in areas established by the
National Wildlife Authority

and only
those included In the Sport Hunting Calendars. The

hunting of all other species is prohibited indefinitely

Title XXIlI
Defense of Biodiversity

Article 65. - Therightto life & non -extinction

Hunting in all its forms remains prohibited
iIndefinitely

The non-extinction right was proposed by
the Peruvian Ministry of the Environment.
